>  The EPBD identifies two main categories of buildings:

>  Non-residential (e.g. office-, retail- buildings) and residential.

>  General requirements for electric vehicle charging in residential & non-residential buildings:

>  Smart charging for all charging points (bi-directional where appropriate)

> Remove regulatory barriers, improve permitting and approval process

Non-Residential

New non-residential buildings and buildings under

major renovation with more than 5 parking

spaces:

> Minimum 1 charging point

> Office buildings: minimum 1 charging point
per 2 parking spaces

> Pre-cabling for all parking spaces

Existing non-residential buildings with more than

20 parking spaces:

>  Atleast 1 charging point for every 10 parking
spaces by 2027

> Buildings owned or occupied by public
authorities must have pre-cabling for at least
1in 2 parking spaces by 2033
